Know What:
• Today we look at part 4 of a series on parables Jesus told. So far we have heard the stories of the Lost 

Sheep, the Lost Son and the Good Samaritan. This week we are looking at the two builders.

• A parable is an earthly story with a heavenly truth.

• Today’s parable can be found in Matthew 7.

• It tells us about two builders who each set out to build a house. The first chooses to build his house on a 
rock whilst the second builds his house upon sand.

• When a flood comes the man whose house is build on sand crumbles while the house on the rock stands 
firm.

So What:
• We have choices about how we live, how we prioritise and what we make most important in our lives.

• Jesus promises to be like a rock for us. No matter what happens he will stand firm in a storm.

Now What:
• Let us build our lives and our family’s lives on Jesus, on things that are solid and good.

• Let us be a help to others when they are experiencing the storms of life, supporting them and 
encouraging them to rest in God.
